Strategic Plan

	Vision 

Each and every South African citizen should have access to a choice of a diverse range of media.




Mission 

The MDDA is a development agency that will assist in building an environment where a diverse, vibrant and creative media flourishes and reflects the needs of all South Africans. 

How

· Grant funding – provision of subsidies – both to individual media projects and to create an enabling environment for the development of a diverse media  

· Leveraging resources and support through technical assistance 

· Conducting and funding research

· Facilitating capacity building 

· Advocating for media 

Who

· Historically disadvantaged persons/communities

· Historically diminished language and cultural groups
Inadequately served communities 

Project Focus Areas 

The Act has prescribed that the following should be the focus areas for MDDA to provide funds and/or resources and support:

· Community media projects 

· Small commercial projects

· Research projects

The MDDA shall through all its activities:

· Actively encourage collaboration between different media groups.

· Encourage collaboration between media groups and other community entities (including telecentres, MPCC’s, Arts centres, CBO’s and NGO’s) 
The MDDA will prioritise support for media projects focusing on rural communities and/or audiences not adequately served by other media.
Nature of Support

Community (non profit) media projects

Including print, electronic and new media projects and non profit organisations providing support to such projects.
Type of support 

· Ongoing funding for core operational costs which are geared towards building sustainability if:
· The project has shown that MDDA support for such costs will build long term sustainability of the project

· The project has shown that it will be able to itself cover any such ongoing/long term costs at the end of the grant period 

· Once off injection of funds for specific projects, where the project has shown that such projects would help build long term sustainability. This could include support for:

· Training (on presentation of clear training plans)

· Research and feasibility studies

· Community awareness programmes

· Indirect support

Small commercial media projects 

The MDDA Act states that micro and small businesses as defined in the Small Business Act of 1996 shall qualify for support. All media projects, which comply with these requirements, can apply for support from the MDDA, including small commercial entities, which provide support to the sector (such as networks, news agencies, etc)

Type of Support: 

· Training/capacity building

· Assistance in the set up of small commercial media projects 

· Once-off injection of funds to ensure sustainability

· Facilitation of low interest loans and/or subsidies (upon clarification of feasibility)
Research projects: development and diversity

Any entity/organisation can apply for support for a research project after a specific call for research proposals (including for support for feasibility studies) if they meet the following criteria:

· The project focuses on community and small commercial media

· The project promotes media development and diversity

· The project advances and enhances research skills within the media industry

· The project enhances skills of historically disadvantaged people

Note that all research supported by the MDDA must be made widely available – including through inclusion on the MDDA web site.
What will not be funded by MDDA?

It is important to identify what we will not fund to empower entities to engage with the MDDA within a particular framework, ensure that media projects do not waste time and resources applying needlessly, avoid raising expectations and ensure that resources are used efficiently and effectively.

· Training Institutions. The MDDA will rather leverage support for such institutions through the relevant SETA’s and/or provide support for training to media projects directly – unless the institution has shown that such training would increase media diversity and it cannot access such funds from other funders.

· Long-term support for profit making entities 

· Projects or specific needs that are adequately provided for by other donor /agencies;

· Non-core running/operational costs for community project. Only functions that are core to project activities;

· New projects in JHB, DBN, CT unless they can prove that they will serve inadequately served audiences;

· No major support for unlicensed radio/TV. Only seed funding to assist them in developing applications for licences.

· Special events/once off media projects. Under exceptional circumstances, if the MDDA is convinced that support for such project would make a sustainable and lasting impact on the media landscape, this may be reviewed
· Media projects owned or controlled by any entity that enters into an agreement with the Board in terms of Section 21 of the Act;

· Media projects owned or controlled by the State;

· Media projects owned or controlled by any Political party;

· Any advocacy except if such directly promotes media development and diversity;

· Conferences/Seminars and attendance at any of these;

· Media earmarked for a foreign audience;

· Media aimed at reinforcing/boosting/promoting any particular entity/ organisand diversity owned or controlled by any for licences.utions through the relevant SETA'al entities which providserved by other ation that suits only the ends of that entity/organisation. 
Funding Mechanisms
Funding Cycles
Based on the available resources and the needs of the sector, the following funding cycles are suggested for MDDA:

· Once-off funding especially for commercial projects

· Multi-year funding: the following is suggested

· Existing projects: maximum of 2 years funding 

· New Projects: maximum of 3 years funding 

Disbursement Rates
The disbursement rates will vary dependent on the nature of the project. In general 60%, 30%, 10% are the preferred disbursement rates.  Large amounts in the beginning assist projects in start up. The final 10% should only be given on proof of expenditure.

Strategies 2006/2007
the strategies developed:

· The need to ensure any solutions are sustainable in the long term through leveraging support through a range of organisations and industry bodies, whilst working together with sector organisations to develop solutions. 

· The importance of working with other grant funding and support organisations (both public and non governmental) and building partnerships to ensure maximum impact of such assistance.

· A commitment to ongoing consultation with the sector/s and with NGO’s and community organisations in order to jointly determine the development path of any particular project. 

The following broad strategies and approaches have guided the development of the operational plan for the 2006/2007 financial year.  These have been developed taking cognisance of a range of different factors including MDDA and other research, the experiences of the previous financial year (the first of MDDA providing support) and the budget. 

Proactive approach

During the previous financial year, the MDDA focused on being reactive (responding to applications). During the next three year period, the Agency will, whilst continuing to be reactive, also focus on proactive strategies to enhance the development of media diversity.

The proactive strategies adopted focus on addressing the environmental issues which affect existing and/or new media projects, such as, difficulties in attracting advertising, the limitations on skills and resources to conduct and interpret audience/readership research, and access to printing (print projects). The following principles have guided
During the 2006/2007 financial year, the MDDA will be guided by these principles in focusing on:

· facilitating the sector building credibility about its role in reaching local audiences and participating in development – including developing participatory audience research techniques.

· Developing strategies to increase advertising spend in the sector – from both the public and private sectors

· Increasing the capacity of the sector/s to mobilise resources from a range of sources

· Developing strategies to resolve printing difficulties faced by the print media.

Low Interest Loans

The Agency plans to develop strategic partnerships for establishing a low interest loan facility (hopefully with shared risk). Negotiations in this regard will commence in 2006/2007 financial year. Implementation is envisaged from 2006/2007 financial year.

Mentoring/Capacity Building

The MDDA plans to further develop its mentoring/capacity building programme. In the previous financial year, the Agency developed a database of mentors and started a process of developing management skills in projects in order to facilitate sustainability. 

This approach is used in the following instances, amongst others:

· In order to assist new initiatives to develop business plans – and thus facilitate them meeting the MDDA regulations which require business plans before grant support. This will also assist new initiatives to develop good governance practices and structures.

· To assist existing projects to develop plans and systems to increase or facilitate sustainability.  

Leveraging Support

· In the 2004/2005 financial year the MDDA focused on establishing strategic partnerships to leverage support for the sector. These included partnerships with MDDA funders from the broadcast and print sectors, AMASA/AMF, the Universal Service Agency, the Department of Communications, the National Film and Video Foundation, the Open Society Foundation, the Media Funders Forum, the MAPPP Seta, the Pan South African Language Board and the Print Industries Cluster Council. The Agency will continue to develop such relationships. 

· MDDA will further focus on developing new relationships to assist the sector – including organisations established to provide support to SMME’s in South Africa such as the Small Enterprises Development Agency (SEDA), and the Umsobomvu Youth Fund. 

Communication 

There are a range of different communication imperatives that guide the operational plan:

· The need to communicate about the MDDA to communities which currently do not have a choice of media. The Northern Cape and North West Province have been identified (through research and experience) as needing a proactive approach and the plan proposes utilizing local government and community structures to assist in creating awareness about the opportunities offered by the MDDA.

· The need for ongoing communication about the MDDA and its activities to ensure awareness amongst community and small commercial media projects and initiatives. The MDDA will continue to work with sector organisations to assist in this.

· The MDDA is also mandated to create awareness about issues regarding media development and diversity. This will be done in all the work that the Agency undertakes – including drawing attention to challenges which affect diversity to the public and the industry, as well as publicizing the role that this sector plays in community development.

· The MDDA must also ensure that stakeholders (both private and public) are informed about its activities to create confidence in the role the Agency plays. The Agency will continue to inform stakeholders through the media, by submitting annual reports to funding partners and by reporting to Parliament. We have further identified the need to develop the web site further so that it can become a resource to stakeholders and the sector, and have agreed to prioritise creation of a news letter. 

Review and Reflection

The MDDA has also built into its plan ongoing review of the efficacy of its programmes.

During the 2006/2007 financial year the MDDA will:

· Assess the efficacy of its structure and grant making systems. This will include a review of the resources necessary to efficiently manage the grant making cycle, and limit risks.

· Contract an outside consultant/s to evaluate its application, assessment and monitoring systems and tools from the perspective of applicants. A sample of applicants will be selected to assess their experience of these tools and recommend how we could make these more accessible. 

· Determine base lines for measuring long term impact on strategies to impact on media development and diversity.

During the third year, the MDDA will conduct impact analysis – measuring the impact of the MDDA’s strategies in terms of the baselines established (and in line with the strategic objectives previously outlined. 

Challenges

The MDDA has developed a risk management strategy which has been adopted by the Audit Committee and forms the basis of audits conducted by internal auditors. 

The Board has further identified two key challenges which face the MDDA:

· The capacity of the sector to absorb funds

During the previous year, it has been evident that the MDDA needs to focus at least initially on capacity building for projects in governance and business planning. Such mentoring is essential to the long term sustainability of projects, but results in more limited financial support being provided initially – until governance issues are resolved. This effectively means that the resources required to develop media diversity will increase over time – as we develop the capacity of the sector and ensure communities initiate more projects. 

We are also aware that this could potentially affect our ability to expend all funds initially, as projects could potentially be more damaged than assisted if funds are provided prior to building of corporate governance. 

The MDDA will be developing strategies to secure more funds for later years. The MDDA has developed a template for assistance to limit risk of under spending and of potential abuse of funds by projects.

· MDDA Capacity to deliver

The MDDA has five operational staff members (including the CEO and CFO) and four administrative/support posts. The MDDA needs to ensure that it has the capacity to process applications efficiently, conduct thorough assessment and evaluation to limit risk of abuse of resources provided and work strategically to impact on environmental issues. 

The MDDA is evaluating the structure of the organization to ensure efficacy. There is further ongoing staff development of programme managers in order to build capacity to effectively process applications.

Conclusion

The MDDA has achieved a great deal during its initial set up period. The challenge is to keep up the momentum – and to ensure, given the resources available, that the Agency makes a long term and sustainable impact on media development and diversity.

This is a challenge which the Board of the MDDA is committed to addressing, whilst ensuring ongoing review and reflection of the Agency’s policies and systems to facilitate honest appraisal of previous performance.
